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ULU TO HOST PREVIEW OF SHOOTING DOGS
 

The University of London Union (ULU) will host a pre-release screening of Shooting Dogs - a film about the Rwandan genocide - at 7.00pm on Thursday, 26th January.  The film is not on general release until March, but  ULU has been granted permission to stage a special viewing.  This forms part of ULU’s work for Holocaust Memorial Day.

Shooting Dogs deals with the tragic story of L'Ecole Technique Officielle in the Rwanda of 1994.  The film considers themes of human nature and evil, and the effect that one person’s actions can have.  It is directed by Michael Caton-Jones and stars John Hurt, Hugh Dancy and Claire-Hope Ashitey.  The cast and crew include a number of genocide survivors.

Sabira Mohammed, ULU Racial Equality Officer said “Recent genocides in Rwanda and elsewhere show that we have still to learn the lessons of the Holocaust.  Shooting Dogs has much to teach us all.  I urge London's students to take this opportunity to see it."

In addition to the film, ULU will run a Holocaust Memorial exhibition from 9.30am - 7.00pm on Thursday 26th January and from 9.30am - 1.00pm on Friday 27th January.  This exhibition will concern both the Holocaust and other genocides, and consider their relevance for today.  

ULU’s Holocaust Memorial work forms part of its London Liberated campaign, which emphasises the right of people of all races and faiths to live and study in a fair and welcoming environment.  On 28th February 2006, ULU will hold a multifaith panel debate on faith in student life.  The panel will include members of the Jewish, Muslim, Christian and Hindu communities.
