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LONDON UNION PRAISED IN “GAY STUDENT” SURVEY
 
The University of London Union (ULU) has been declared one of Britain’s three most supportive university institutions for lesbian, gay and bisexual (LGB) students.  ULU is the only students’ union to feature in the top ten, published this week by lesbian lifestyle magazine Diva.  ULU was commended in the survey for its support of LGB students, including its hosting of LGB events and societies.
 
Nicky Grant, ULU Vice-President (Welfare and Student Affairs) said: 
“We are delighted that ULU has been recognised as an inclusive Union, but we’re not complacent.  Too many lesbian, gay and bisexual students still encounter an environment of discrimination.  ULU will not stop campaigning until all students can claim full and genuine equality, both on campus and in society.”
 
ULU runs an annual Equalities Month: parties, debates, films and music are held across London to promote the concerns of LGB students, and other issues of equality and diversity..  ULU also convenes the LGB Student Societies’ Network, a federation of LGB societies at London’s colleges.  
 
 
Notes to Editors
 
1. The University of London is a federal University, consisting of thirty colleges and institutes across the capital and beyond.  These include large well-known colleges, such as King’s College and UCL, and leading specialist colleges such as the Royal Academy of Music and the School of Oriental and African Studies. 
2. The University of London Union has over 120,000 members, making it the biggest students’ union in Britain.  It campaigns in many areas for the rights and needs of students. 
3. The survey concerned was published in the September issue of Diva magazine.  ULU was the only students’ union in the top ten, the other nine being universities.  ULU was in third place.
